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Once the German infantry, supported by 
a small force of Lithuanians were in 
place they soon advanced to the city 
centre, the resident Russian Garrison 
taking flight to the north of the Dvina.   
 
It was towards the river that the Ger-
mans rushed their troops, but at every 
bridge it was the same story, Russian 
engineers had destroyed every crossing 
by the 12th of the month. 
 
Minsk was the scene of stiffer Russian 
resistance.  With three German Corps 
committed to the attack on the city and 
only 2 in defence the odds would seem 
to be in favour of the Germans, but one 
has to remember the advantages to de-
fence in such situations. 
 
With the Russians slowly giving ground 
it is inevitable that the Germans will 

take the city, but at what cost, and if they 
must do this for every city?? 
 
Further south on the approach to Kiev the 
Russians slowly gave way allowing the Ger-
mans to come on at them, then as the German 
14th Panzer Corps moved to the south of 
Kiev, the Russians unleashed their 1st Tank 
Army upon them. 
 
This mass of armoured vehicles attacked 
from the north and east pushing the Germans 

 
 

from their own lines, where attack 
had been 
the intent.

treat, as 
yet is is 
unknown 
why the 
Russians 
chose not to pursue. 
 
Further South the German airforce 
wnet hard in at the Soviet Fleet of 
Constanza, the battleship October 
Revolution was forced to ground 
and at least 3 cruisers were sunk, 
whilst it is reported that the port is 
the scene of mass destruction. 
 
It was here that the Luftwaffe came 
across the evacuation ships, but not 
French or British, Russian.  It is re-
ported that well over 120,000 tons 
of shipping was struck from the reg-
ister in the period of less than 3 
hours as German bombers wrecked 
havoc on the port and its surround-
ings.   
 
Soviet efforts to withdraw north 
were hampered, but most Soviet 
troop formations appear to have 
withdrawn to around the Odessa re-
gion once again, having caused de-
struction in Romania they now pre-
pare to defend Mother Russia. 
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S o m e  w o u l d  s a y  f i n a l l y … …  t h e  G e r m a n  a n d  
R u s s i a n  w a r  m a c h i n e s  h a v e  c o l l i d e d .  
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The actions in the Balkans 
over  recent months appear  

to have been the prelude the 
main event, the clash of 

arms between German and 
Russian formations. 

 
The city of Riga has been the 
first to experience the German 
war machine in full gear.  The 
city was subjected to a rapid air 
campaign in which the Soviets 
pitted their I-16s against the 
109s of the German airforce, nei-
ther side could claim a clear vic-
tory, although this action did al-
low Soviet bombers to subject 
German armour east of Riga to a 
heavy pasting until the Germans 
could muster air cover.

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Army Group, with over 150,000 casu-
alties being reported, this being a 
lower estimate. 
 
The Chinese attempted to cover their 
rear, but troops of the Japanese Mo-
torised Army simply outpaced the 
CCP militias as they attempted to es-
blish a blocking position south of Pe-
king, the Japanese 102nd and 51st di-
visions simply cuttin open this force 
and pressing on to attack the Commu-
nists assailing Peking from the rear, 
trapping them between the remains of 
the Peking garrison and themselves. 
 
North of Peking well over 50,000 so 
called troops simply disappeared, 
leaving the road open for the 101st 
Division to link up with the Peking 
Garrison from the north. 
 
Across the Hsiang the Japanese suc-
ceeded in pushing the Communists 

north, with massed 
desertion from the 
Communist ranks the 
Japanese chasing 
force found it hard to 
keep up wit the pace 
of the Chinese re-
treat.

A drematic turn of events 
has seen the Communist 
Chinese Regime all but fall 
to pieces, although some 
would say that it already 
has! 
 
With confirmation that Mao and 
many of the inner circle were 
killed some 6 weeks ago, it has 
become evident that General 
Mau Tsi’s handling of the re-
mains of the Field Army has 
done nothing, but signal its end 
doom. 

 
Peking is now secure in Japanese 
hands, although their losses were 
extremely heavy.  Last minute 
attacks from the south and north 
by militia and the remains of the 
regular army resulted in total de-
struction of the CCP Northern 

French 
Withdrawal�

The remaining elements of the 
Free French Army have man-
aged to withdraw from North-
ern France in the face of the 
German Army. 
 
Although the land evacuation went 
well, the German navy managed to 
cause problems for the evacuation 
fleet.  The French Carrier Common-
dant Trest was sunk as where a 
number of British merchants, whist 
rumors abound in London and Paris 
that the French fleet fled from the 
Biscay region leaving the evacua-
tion uncovered for 2 days. 
 
The French and British did manage 
to pull off a further 7 divisions from 
along the Biscay coast, although 
much equipment has been left be-
hind on the beaches and the local 
dock facilities. 
 
How the French will cope with  be-
ing cut in two is to be seen. 

Calls to Impeach the Amer ican President�
President Roosevelt has come under in-
tense cr iticisms from all angles, both 
from the opposition and from within his 
own Democratic Par ty. 
 
In a move that shocked the nation and caused alarm in 
Tokuyo, Berlin and London the President announced 
his intent to place 4 reserve divisions on active status 
after their current upgrade. 
 
Senator Kennedy was the greatest and first voice to be 
raised, shouting alarm that the President had exceeded 

his powers by performing a military draft in times of 
peace, a move that no prior incumbent had even 
dreamed of doing.  Congress has moved swiftly to 
draw up papers that will see the President face papers 
of impeachment on October 5th if he proceeds with this 
unlawful act.  
 
This was a bad move for the president who may have 
alienated a large portion of the electorate by what is 
seen as a major violation of the Presidents powers, this 
coming hot after his redeployment of the US Atlantic 
Fleet to the Pacific, now on route home after a massive 
public and Congressional outcry. 
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This office has received a copy of an 
open letter forwarded to the editor of 
the London Times, it follows in full.. 
 
Dear Sir 
 
Unusual so it is for a senior commander of a belliger-
ent nation to do so I am driven to write to you because 
of my deep feelings of disgust. As a young naval ca-
det and all through my career I have been inspired by 
the traditions of bravery and honour inherent in the 
Royal Navy. The fledgling Imperial Navy was to a 
large part built and trained by British officers and I my-
self received much wisdom from these men of honour. 
Now as senior commander of our Navy I find myself 
engaged in war with the world's oldest and greatest 
Navy, surely there can be no more noble and glorious 
a meeting of warriors? Alas this war, which let us not 
forget started with the unprovoked imprisonment and 
execution of unarmed Japanese ambassadors by Brit-
ish forces, has shown that my idol has feet of clay. 
Where now is the spirit of Drake, Nelson and Jellicoe? 
Rather than meet in honourable and glorious combat 
the Royal Navy skulks far away while its officers dwell 
in the fleshpots of India and East Africa. Our Imperial 
Marines effortlessly take your colonies while our 
smallest ship may sail unopposed throughout the Pa-
cific and Indian Oceans and still you do nothing. Great 
shame you bring on your ancestors and traditions with 
this cowardice. I beg of you as one great naval power 
to another to sail to battle that we may both prove our-
selves as warriors of honour. Your children's children 
will bear the burden of your shame if you do not.

As a former ‘colony’  of the British Empire we see the 
feelings that run strong in the Japanese Navy.  Britihs 
Moral falls on a daily basis both at home and in Asia, 
as their fleet continues to hide. 
 
To date the Royal Navy has committed to only one 
great action of significance, this being against eh Ger-
man Fleet, a force of naval might some 1/10th the size 
of the Royal Navy.

In what has been judged by many ob-
servers as a pre election booster, the US

The New Zealand Govern-
ment called an emergency session and voted 100% to 
demand the re-instigation of a Naval presence. 

The German Chancel-
lor has again made ef-
for ts to seek peace with 
the Br itish, this time in 
a veiled message to his 
own people, broadcast 
this month from Ber lin. 
 
"German People!! It is with 
great pride that I stand before you all today and speak 
about what we have accomplished so far. My message 
to you and the rest of the world today is twofold.  
 
First of all I, and the rest of Germany wants to end the 
war between the British commonwealth and its allies 
and the countries that are part of the Axis alliance. We 
ask no concessions from the British side at all. This 
war is pointless and a complete waste of lives.   

We have one big wish and that is that the government 
of Great Britain would be willing to sign a peace agree-
ment with us. The peace terms that we offer are just 
and fair, no side to loose any territory and no war repa-
rations paid.  

We have no claims to any land hold by the Great Brit-
ain, Canada, South Africa, New Zealand or Australia. 
What we would like to do would be to by the territories 
that once where our colonial possessions in Africa, but 
that is another question.  

We could only hope that the people of Great Britain 
and its dominions choose peace instead of war! 

War, unfortunately we have to discuss war as well. 
War, total war, total war will be waged against the 
Communist regime! We will abide by the laws of war, 
something that the Soviet Union already has shown a 
total lack of understanding of, or willingness to follow 
when they slaughtered our and our allies diplomats and 
civilians in Moscau and in other cities in the Soviet Un-
ion. After we have won this war, those responsible will 
be tried as war criminals! They where unarmed civil-
ians and nothing else.

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With the President on tour in the 
West and the Republicans in action 
in the south it was interesting to see 
that so many of the undecided elec-
torate appear to have made their 
decisions. 
 
The US South East was heavily un-
decided, with over 60% of the local 
electorate unclear as to their voting 
intents, the Republicans seem to 
have made great inroads here tak-
ing vast portions of the state, add 
this to the gains they have made in 
the northern states then the Election 
has been truly swung open. 

Wendell Wilkie (shown above at 
his hotel in Atlanta), has been in 
high spirits all month, with Lodge 
and himself keeping the Roosevelt 
Band wagon on the defensive. 

With the US Elections only 
a couple of months away 
the race has become closer 
than many would have ex-
pected. 
 
The Democrats, have closed the gap 
heavily this month and appear to 
have gained at least 3 national re-
gions, and hold some 50 of the 112 
electoral tickets, a massive rise on 
last month. 
 
What is obvious is that the increase 
would have been more significant 
had it not been for some of the 
negative press the President has 
gained this month in relation to his 
impending impeachment, which 
may still lead to his defeat in the 
long run. 
 
Atlanta was a sight for the Wilkie 
fans.  The city was the scene of the 
Republican Party’s Presidential 
Candidate selection, where Wilkie 
was formally nominated as the Re-
publican candidate alongside Sena-
tor Henry Cabot Lodge, a long time 
critic of the Roosevelt style of 
dominant administration.
