As you know, | have the honour to be half-Ameribgrblood. Tonight | harken back to
the words of that great American President TheoBaesevelt. President Roosevelt
observed that:

“It is not the critic who counts, nor the maho points out how the strong man
stumbled, or where the doer of the deed could dave better.

The credit belongs to the man who is actuallyre arena, whose face is marred by
dust and sweat and blood, who strives valiantlyg whs and comes short again and
again, because there is no effort without shortogmivho does actually strive to do the
deeds, who knows the great enthusiasms and spensslhin a worthy cause, who at
best, knows in the end the triumph of high achiemetnand at worst, if he fails, at least
he fails while daring greatly.

His place shall never be with those cold and tisadls who knew neither victory nor
defeat.”

We, the aggrieved and belligerent Powers who aggngavar against Germany, Italy,
and Japan have no need to ask for respite. Evexlt aier commerce grows; every month
our organization is improved and reinforced. We éegselves more confident day by
day of our ability to police the seas and oceanstarkeep open and active the salt-water
highways by which we have; and along which we sthalv the means of victory. It
seems pretty certain that half the U-boats withclwlGermany began the war have been
sunk, and that their new building has fallen fanibd what we expected. Our faithful
Asdic detector smells them out in the depths ofs#eeand, with the potent aid of the
Royal Air Force, |1 do not doubt that we shall bréfadir strength and break their purpose.

As you know, | have always-after some long and lexjakrience-spoken with the utmost
restraint and caution about the war at sea, andduite sure that there are many losses
and misfortunes which lie ahead of us there; batlihnumility and self-questioning | feel
able to declare that at the Admiralty, as, | hav@oubt, at the French Ministry of
Marine, things are not going so badly after altldad, they have never gone so well in
any naval war. We look forward as the months gtobgstablishing such a degree of safe
sailings as will enable the commerce of all theamstwhose ships accept our guidance,
not only to live but to thrive. This part-this saffair-at least, of the Nazi attack upon
freedom is not going to bar the path of justicefmetribution.



Numbers do not daunt us. But judged even by theofesumbers we have no reason to
doubt that once the latent, and now rapidly growpayer of the British nation and
Empire are brought, as they must be, and as thikipevifully into line with the
magnificent efforts of the Allies then, even in masd in weight, we shall not be found
wanting. When we look behind the brazen fronts azidom-as we have various means
of doing-we see many remarkable signs of psycho&b@ind physical disintegration. We
see the shortages of raw materials which alreadintie hamper both the quality and the
volume of their war industry. We feel the hesitanfylivided counsels, and the pursuing
doubts which assail and undermine those who caufm@e and force alone.

In the bitter and increasingly exacting conflictiafhlies before us we are resolved to
keep nothing back, and not to be outstripped byiasgrvice to the common cause. Let
the great cities of Warsaw, of Prague, of Brusisatgsh despair even in the midst of
their agony. Their liberation is sure. The day wdime when the joybells will ring again
throughout Europe, and when victorious nations terasot only of their foes but of
themselves, will plan and build in justice, in titaah, and in freedom a house of many
mansions where there will be room for all.
