One of the first acts of Marshall Zhukov as Supreme Commander of Greater Russia has been the

: appointment of Field Marshall Markian Mihailovics Popov as overall military
chief of thearmies in the field. Having served more than thirty yearsin the
army, thisis not thefirst time he has cometo public notice. Marshall Popov
has distinguished himself repeatedly in the defence of the Western approaches,
holding the Axis forces at bay at the River Dvina for far longer than anyone
thought possible. He is now demonstrating that defence is not his only talent.
At the other end of the Motherland the Russian army has made significant early
gainsin the struggle to overthrow the Japaneseinvasion of Manchuriaand
Korea.

An ominous silence hangs over the West of Russiafrom Murmansk in the North to
Dnepropetrovsk in the South.
