WESTERN FRONT HOLDS FIRM IN FACE OF INTENSE PRESSURE

The first skirmishes of the year took place thimthaas the Axis ‘tested the water’ with two large
scale assaults. The northern thrust, comprisingesrdivisions of infantry and armour, was
halted by ¥ Army after a little more than two weeks of heaighfing. The 6 Russian divisions
defending held their ground with tenacity bornhaf knowledge that the freedom of the
Motherland depends upon the outcome of the nextimsoffhe second, with a similar
composition of forces, was designed to turn thekflaf the southernmost series of fortifications.
